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You all hopefully have some Y5/6 pupils already trained as Young Leaders.

What happens now?  Here are some suggestions….

· Find a notice board for YL & lunchtime/positive play

· Take photos of leaders and display with names

· Devise a rota of leaders to cover at least 4 days

· We suggest that you let leaders choose who they work with, in groups of 2 or 3

· You might allocate a leaders to each day over 2/3 week period and let them choose 1 or 2 helpers

· You might draw up an equipment rota i.e. Hoops and ropes day, no equipment day, balls day etc.  The leaders must be responsible for collecting the equipment and putting it away.

· Get the leaders or student council to look at the positive play file and choose about 15 activity cards that they think will be good. Make copies of these and laminate. Put in a box for leaders to take out and use or encourage pupils to use on their own.  Each term add new cards to the box.

· Launch the scheme (give it a name…’fun at lunch’, ‘run and games’, ‘positive play time’) at an assembly.  You will need to explain to the school who the leaders are and what they are there for……draw attention to the notice board.  You could use this opportunity to hand out certificates if you have not done so.

· Perhaps at some assemblies demonstrate 1 game e.g. Frost and sunshine, James Bond, Hoop relay…..schools could have ‘game of the week’ which all are encouraged to try….

· At some point use leaders to get feedback from pupils. Take photos and get them to write a report for the notice board and/or your school newsletter.
· Wet weather play……get the leaders to support pupils in writing up any game they have invented, using the format on the cards in your box.  You or the student council could look at these and laminate and add any good ones to the box.
· Have you booked time to train new young leaders…..please do…..put it in the school calendar now and ask your SSCO to support you with this if you need it.
· Remember to use your YL to support at other events. If any clubs are run for Y1-4 get them involved to help.  Get them involved in running any KS1 or Y3/4 intra school activity.
